PRACTICAL BUILDING CONSERVATION
[HA489D] April-18, 2014 - Victoria, BC
Instructors: Ben Gourley and Gordon Macdonald

This introductory course presents a range of subjects
relating to fieldwork on heritage building conservation

projects. It begins with founding principles behind

understanding material, structure, defects and threats,
followed by diagnosis and assessment and ultimately
focuses on different approaches to the practical methods
of repair for different materials and construction

types. The course will be delivered on site at the historic
Naval Depot of Cole Island in the inner harbour of
Esquimalt, and will have a strong emphasis on handson
learning. Topics covered will include:
